The present investigation is to find out
the difference about Level of Anxiety of 12t
standard students who are studying in schools
with reference to their gender. The sample
consisted of 120 students from different
schools. In this investigation ‘Sinha’s
Comprehensive Anxiety Scale’ was used. The
obtained data were analyzed though ‘t’ test to
know the mean difference between boys and
girls. The result shows that there is a significant
difference about Level of Anxiety between
students with reference to their gender.
Introduction:-

The purpose of this study is to know the
difference about Level of Anxiety of 12t
standard students who are studying in schools
with reference to their gender.

Anxiety is a normal and often healthy
emotion. However, when a person regularly
feels disproportionate levels of Anxiety, it might
become a medical disorder.

The American Psychological Association
(APA) defines anxiety as “an emotion
characterized by feelings of tension, worried,
thoughts and physical changes like increased
blood pressure.”

Anxiety Is The most pure form of the
“fight or flight” response is a panic attack,
which involves a rush of anxiety symptoms,
many of which are listed below, usually peaking

in about 10 minutes. In these cases, the body is
trying to tell us “something dangerous is
happening right now!” Other forms of anxiety
that are less acute but often just as debilitating,
such as chronic worry, involve symptoms similar
to the “fight or flight” symptoms of panic
attacks. However, in these cases, it is as if the
body is saying “something dangerous is going
to happen sometime in the future... so watch
out!” The differences between the two are the
intensity of the response and the context in
which it is triggered. In this manual we will refer
to all anxiety symptoms as being related to the
“fight or flight” response. The most common
anxiety symptoms are listed below.

What causes anxiety ?

We know from scientific research that
anxiety is caused by a combination of factors
related to both “nature” (genetics) and “nurture”
(experience). Check out page 82 for a more
detailed explanation of the factors that can lead
to anxiety.

Anxiety is uncomfortable, not dangerous!
Why can’t we just get rid of my anxiety?

Anxiety is as vital to our survival as
hunger and thirst. Without our “fight or flight”
response we would not be as aware of possible
threats to our safety. We also might not take
care of ourselves or prepare adequately for the
future. And we probably wouldn’t enjoy a scary
movie or a roller coaster!

Anxiety is necessary to protect

us and can even be fun at times.

It isn’t in our best interests to

get rid of it completely!

When “fight or flight” goes too far: “Phobic”
anxiety

Everyone experiences anxiety from time-
to-time. We often get the question: “How do |
know if | have an anxiety disorder?” An anxiety
disorder is diagnosed when someone
experiences anxiety symptoms and these
symptoms:

Physical Symptoms, Rapid heartbeat,
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Sweating Trouble breathing, Tightness in the
chest, chest pain, Dizziness, Nausea, vomiting,
Muscle tension, Low energy, exhaustion,
Changes in body temperature, Shaking, jitters,
Urgency to urinate or defecate, Changes in
vision and other senses, Interfere with a person’s
life aims

Some people experience significant
anxiety and choose simply to live with it. It is up
to you to decide if you can handle the anxiety
on your own, or if treatment is necessary.

Anxiety is a part of our bodies’ natural
alarm system, the “fight or flight” response,
which exists to protect us from danger. These
natural body responses are not harmful— but
they are really uncomfortable!

Anxiety Symptom:-

Rapid heartbeat, Sweating, Flushing in
face, Tightness in the chest, chest pain, Feeling:
“Things aren’t real”, Feeling: “I'm not myself”,
Tingling or numbness in fingers and toes,
Nausea, vomiting, Muscle tension, stiffness,
Low energy, exhaustion, Changes in body
temperature, Shaking, jitteriness, Urgency to
urinate or defecate, Hyperventilation or trouble
breathing, Dizziness, lightheadedness, Worries,
Negative predictions about future events,
Trouble concentrating or keeping attention,
Avoiding, Fight or be aggressive, Changes in
vision, hearing, smell, taste, Dry mouth etc.
Review of Literature :-

A large number of cross sectional and
longitudinal epidemiological studies related to
the occurrence of anxiety disorders have been
carried out. The following studies examined the
male to female ratio, age of onset and the
prevalence of different anxiety disorders like
social anxiety disorder, obsessive compulsive
disorder, generalized anxiety disorder, panic
disorder and post-traumatic stress disorder.
Kessler (1994) found that Anxiety disorders are
by far the most common psychiatric disorders
(25%), followed by major depression (17%).
Lifetime prevalence rates for all anxiety

disorders found in the National Co-morbidity
Survey (NCS) are 19.2 percent for men and 30.5
percent for women. Among the anxiety
disorders, social phobia is found to be the third
most common psychiatric disorder (13.3%),
exceeded in lifetime prevalence only by major
depression (17.1%) and alcohol dependence
(14.1%). They also found that the female to male
ratio for specific phobia is 2.3: 1. Females had a
life time prevalence of 15.7 percent and men
6.7 percent.AOU

Merikangas (2003) reviewed cross-sectional
and longitudinal epidemiological studies related
to the co-occurrence of anxiety disorders and
depression. The obtained results suggested that
anxiety disorders and depression tend to co-
occur in 20 percent to 40 percent of the
psychiatric patients. Explanations for increased
co-occurrence include overlapping diagnostic
criteria, genetics, neurophysiology,
neurochemistry, negative affect/temperament,
perceived control, interpersonal mechanisms,
and biases in information processing.

According to most levels of analysis,
there is more overlap with generalized anxiety
disorder and depression while specific phobias
have the least overlap.

In a community sample of 3021 young
subjects, Wittchen (1998) examined the
relationship between panic disorder and
agoraphobia. They found that lifetime
prevalence of panic disorder with agoraphobia
was as high as for panic disorder without
agoraphobia, both being 0.8percent.

Wittchen and Essau (1993) reported that panic
disorder or panic attacks consistently show
higher rates for women than for men. Panic
attacks were almost twice as common in
women, where panic disorder ranged from 1.5
to twice as much. The age at onset of panic
disorderin general was in the mid-twenties, with
hazard rates for women ranging from 25 to 35
years, and for men between 30 and 45 years.
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Marital status was a significant risk factor for
panic disorder, the highest lifetime prevalence
rates being for widowed, separated or divorced
subjects. Magee (1996) found that the National
Co-morbidity Survey (NCS) rates for one-month
and lifetime specific phobia are 5.5 percent and
11.3 percent, respectively. Among women, fear
of animals was most frequent, while fear of
heights was most prevalent in men (Curtis 1998).
In their study of blood-injury phobia, Bienvenu
and Eaton (1998) obtained a lifetime prevalence
rate of 3.5percentand the mean age at onset
was 5.5 years.

Magee (1996) in their study found a slight
preponderance of women in social phobia (1.5
times as many as men). The National Co
morbidity Survey (NCS) reported lifetime
prevalence rate of 15.5percent for women and
11.1percent for men. Weinstock (1999) observed
that although women are more likely to have
social phobia, men are more likely to seek
treatment, possibly explained by differences in
gender roles and social expectations. Also there
seems to be a difference in the feared items
between men and women: concerns about
eating in restaurants and writing in public were
more common in men; problems with using
public restrooms and speaking in public were
more common in women. Social phobia is more
frequently found at a younger age (18 to 29
years) among the less educated, the single, and
the lower socio-economic classes (Schneier,
1992). The Weiller (1996) study showed an
unemployment rate of 9.3 percent, compared
with 1.3 percent for the control group. Social
phobics changed their jobs more

often and showed more absenteeism
(Davidson, 1993). Liebowitz (1999) found that
social phobia generally has an onset in puberty
and was often preceded by general shyness in
early youth. This is mainly due to the drastic
developmental changes that occur during the
puberty stage. Some of the adolescents have
difficulty with adjusting these physical and

psychological changes. The natural course tends
to be chronic, unremitting and in course of time
increasingly complicated by co-morbid
disorders. Because of the early age of onset,
the disorder strongly influences further
psychological development, formation of
relationships, educational choices, and career
perspectives. Epidemiological studies have
shown a six-month prevalence rate for
obsessive-compulsive disorder of approximately
1 percent, to a lifetime prevalence rate of2-
3percentage (Bebbington, 1998; Hollander,
1997; Sasson, 1997), which means that
obsessive-compulsive disorder is much more
common than other anxiety disorders. Age of
onset was mid-to-late twenties. Male to female
ratio ranged from 1.2 to 3.8. Mean age of onset
for men was 22 years and for women 26 years
(Weissman, 1994).

On the basis of the
objectives of the study, descriptive statistics,
one way analysis of variance was used to

compare virtue among the players of five
different Individual games.LSD Post-Hoc test
were used to compare paired means among the
five different Individual games in virtue.
Significant difference was found between paired
means of athletics & powerlifting (p=.000);
athletics & badminton (p=.001); boxing &
powerlifting (p=.000) boxing & badminton
(p=.001), Powerlifting & Wrestling (p=.000) and
badminton & Wrestling (.001) at .05 level of
significance. On the other hand, insignificant
difference exists among the players of athletics
& boxing (p=.953); athletics & wrestling (p=.815);

badminton (.725).

Prison establishment in
different states/union territories comprise
several tiers of jails central jails, district jail,
sub jail as well as women jails. In the Past few
decades, the prison population has increased
drastically, creating a number of challenges such
as security, health and hygiene, overcrowding
etc. As jails were primarily designed to cater to
male inmates are often faced with prison.
Infrastructure and administrative system which
are largely oblivious to their gender-specific
needs. The Hon’ble supreme court has affirmed
the basic rights of prisoners-"There could be
several factors that lead a prisoner to commit a
crime but nevertheless a prisoner is required to
be treated as a human being entitled to all the
basic human rights , human dignity are human
sympathy.

According to Richard R.Korn (1959) New

Section 31, provides food clothing
bedding etc. From private sources may be
permitted.

Random purposive
sampling was taken up for the women in prison
Number of jails of Odisha

There are 30 district and total 91 jails
including one open air jails in Odisha.

In Odisha there are 1 open air jails 5
circle jail (jails in Chowdwar Cuttack, Berhampur
(Ganjam), Koraput, Baripada and Sambalpur,
there are 9 numbers of district jail. There are
only one women jail which is situated in
Sambalpur (known as Nari Bandi Niketan), 2
numbers of special jails which is situated in
Bhubaneswar and Rourkela. There are 5 number
of special sub-jail and 68 numbers of sub-jails
are situated in the state in many of the jails,
the actual strength of the offenders is far less
than the total capacity. According to the
Government portal Report 2017. The aggregate
population for the prisoners in the state was
16,010 comprising 3550 no of convict and 12460
no of under trial prisoners, the total
accommodation capacity of all the jails was
16830. The total number of women prisoners in
the state and 580 comprising 117 convicts and
463 under trial prisoners. In some of the jails
women offenders are accompanied by children.
Nature and causes of criminality amongst
women

There are as many cause of women
criminality as may be the number o crimes in
the worlds. As it is an individual’s manifestation
that results out of the failure of adjective

mechanism in the society as per one’s own
ability and skills o cope with the individual’s
problem and social environment. Though writing
on the subject are not much as compared to
crime in general owing to its recent emergence
as a serious problem, there are some again set
of causative factors such as Economic cause
(Desire for more and quick wealth, extravagance,
Industrialisation and urbanisation an) Biological
case (insanity, Hormonal change, Defective
Glandular or Nervous system and physical
disability), Psychological cause (Frustration,
aggression, etc.)Sociological cause (Role
conflict, opportunity, increased exposure,
maladjustment. Personal and familial). There is
also a specific reason like selfishness,
disobedience, impolfiness, quarrel some nature,
arrogance narrow. Mildness, suspicious nature
and illegitimate relations also found contributing
factors of women criminality.

There is enough material evidence to
show on empirical studies that women are
mainly involved in criminal activity such as boot
legging kidnapping, accomplice of smuggling,
narcotic drug peddling, drug addiction, pick
pocketing and so on. Murder. More often than
not by poisoning infanticide, blackmailing
shoplifting forgery and apothecary to smugglers
etc. However, empirical studies home shown
that women are less criminal than man.

In a prison, when their mobility and
freedom is curtailed, they become more
unprotected. They leave their gender roles
behind to be called a prisoner. Unlike male
prisoner, women. Also suffer more pain and
distress, because they cannot face separation
from their families and loved ones. Since
Aristotle calls, “equality among unequal as in
inequality, the male and female prisoners should
not be treated alike,”. In case of female inmates,
their biological needs discard extra alternation
and have different demands than their male
counterparts. The women criminals are
biologically abnormal and no amount of good
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practices can reforms them.

Recently women have been occupied
position in criminological literature as subject
to be studied. Industrialization, urbanizatio and
modernisation throw ways to women to expose
themselves to the utter world which brought
them many chances to engage in criminal
activities.

Impact of Criminality amongst women

The Crime done by women draws much
attention and is seriously looked upon their male
crimes, because of their pivotal role and central
figure in the family. When crime is committed
by female, it has its repercussions on her,
husband, children, family, and relative’s
neighbours and on society at large. For the
individual, fall of status, social disgrace, stigma
and stress, for the family its role and functions,
for the relatives and neighbours their
interpersonal relationship and for the society,
its very organisation.

of the offenders are from latest economic
background of society and number of crimes are
being committed for economic reasons due to
poor economic background.

Another cause is social cause like rising
rate f divorce illegitimacy, female headed
household, low paying jobs unemployment
illiteracy among women and child family care
expenses force the women to commit such types
of crimes. Family maladjustment especially
marital conflict due to darkness and other cases,
joint family and broken homes leads to commit
crimes. Correlatives and patriarchal nature of
oursociety also leads to victimization of women
resulting in their torture and murder for dowry
by their husband and in laws. Sexual abuse and
suspected infidelity also lead to home side by
young women.

3. llliteracy

Education enables a person to earn
more and it also lead a law adding life in ancient
period, our society or culture could not accept
women literacy or education, or it only get
minimal educational opportunities lack of
education, minimal facilities family support
social cruelty etc which could be forced a women
to commit serious crime. Different studies have
found clear relationship between illiteracy and
crime.

Rehabilitation of women prisoners.

Women prisoners find it difficult to set
back in to the fold of the family members after
release. Most of them therefore remain disquiet
about the dark future clouds and really don’t
know on whom to back up on.

The prison adjustment of women
criminals reflected in abundance the system of
hopelessness uncertainty and anxiety, almost
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all of them think their fate sealed. Woman, who
are associated in criminal activities are
generally not adopted by family and society.

Rehabilitation process starts. From the
prison and ends when a criminal is settled again
inthe society after release. Rehabilitation is the
process in which the criminal must experience,
as it attained, more socially acceptable life on
return to the main stream. The various
programmes like case work. Community link
services, educational programmes, vocational
training, recreational services and after care
services are adapted to rehabilitation
programme should be given due to emphasis
for the successful rehabilitation.

Despite this, prison system often hides violence
and depravity behind their closed doors, which
is detrimental to the reforms, of offender. The
problems related to imprisonment become even
more pronounced in the context of women
inmates. Prison systems are primarily
designated to cater to men and are not well
equipped to address the particular needs of
women in Prison. As per latest data available
from the dated 2015-2016, Indian prison were
home to 17,834 women. Only 17% of these
women live in exclusively female prisons. In
Odisha, the capacity. According to the WCD
(Women and child development) report 2014-
15.

According to the Govt. Of Odisha report
there are total 67 sub jail and one special jails
for women prisoners there were total number
5360 male prisoners and 642 number of female
offenders.

There are a number of provisions in the
form of law, rules and guidelines’ that protect
women from exploitation in prison and
guarantee them basic services. However, the
implementation of these provisions is found to

be largely lacking and women face a variety of
problems while living in prison. It can be said
that the prisoners are also entitled to all his
fundamental rights while they are behind the
prison. Indian constitution does not expressly
provides for the prisoners right but Article 14,19
and 21 in simplicity guaranteed the prisoners’
rights and the provision of the Prisons Act, 1894
contain the Provisions for the welfare and
protection of prisoners. “Right to life” fewer than
21 of the Indian condition is a broad concept
which has covered every possible right to be
guaranteed to the prisoners, under trails and
convicts of any democratic country.
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I. Introduction:

World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPO)is an international administrative agency
which is set up to regulate and administer
certain issues relating to intellectual property
rights. It has played an important role at
international level in protecting the rights of the
owner of intellectual property as well as in
protecting the interest of developing countries.
WIPO although it is an administrative treaty but
it has also enacted number of international
treaties in the field of intellectual property for
instances it has formulated patent law treaty.

Prior to existence of WIPO, there was
no any specialized administrative agency for
regulating the affairs of the patent particularly
patenting of medicines and drugs, the first
important conventions in protecting the rights
of the inventor in the field of medicines and
drugs was the Paris Convention which was
adopted in the year 1883 but this convention
was confined to protecting the rights of the
industrial property. Rights in connection with the
copyright was outside the purview of Paris
convention, therefore, subsequently to protect
the interest of the literary work in various
aspectsincluding literary work in pharmacology
the Berne Convention was adopted in the year
1886 which protected the rights of the author
of the literary work. In 1893, the two bureaux

created from the conventions merged to form
the United International Bureaux for the
Protection of International Property, which in
1967, became WIPOby adopting Convention
Establishing the World Intellectual Property
Organization in Stockholm, Sweden.1Currently
it’s headquartering in Geneva, Switzerland2.
United Nations organization operates its
function through various international agencies,
among that international agency, WIPO is such
agency of United Nations Organization which
operates in the field of intellectual property
rights including in the field of patenting of
medicines and drugs. It is relevant to note that
United Nation economic social and cultural
council perform important task of promoting
education in the field of science arts, and
literature. Intellectual property is also an
important area of education, science and
economics particularly, patent which specific
reference to medicine and drugs which closely
connected with science, economics and
education, the WIPO administrators the issues
in connection with patenting of medicines and
drugs,therefore, being an international agency
of UNOitis also considered to be a coordinating
agency between United Nation General
Assembly and United Nation Economic and
Social Council. WIPO is also a member of the UN
Administrative Committee on Coordination,
currently known as the UN System Chief
Executives Board for Coordination.3
Il. Objectives of WIPO:

This organization was set up with a view
to achieve following objectives

a.) To protect the interest of the owner
of intellectual Property at global level

b.) To promote the intellectual Property

lll. Functions of WIPO:

WIPO consist of 184 member states,
WIPO further consist of governing bodies,
standing committees, Permanent Committees,
and Working Groups, as well as Unions that are
formed to administer the treaties established
by WIPO.5 The highest decision-making organs
are the Governing Bodies, which consist of the
WIPO General Assembly, the WIPO Conference,
and the WIPO Coordination Committee. The
WIPO Conference discusses matters of general
interest in the field of intellectual property and
adopts recommendations of such matters, while
the WIPO Coordination Committee performs
administrative work and gives advice concerning
such matters to both the UN and other WIPO
bodies6. The work of WIPO is overseen by a
Secretariat, which coordinates meetings
between the member states and administers the
global information protection systems of WIPO7.
The grant of monopoly in the field of patent
particularly in the field of medicines and drugs
ensures the monopoly for specific duration, the
grant of such monopoly is very much essential
so that inventor will gain some profit or rather
reward in respect of efforts put by him in
inventive new medicines and drugs, this is one
form of incentive whereby it will motivate him
tofurther research and development in the field
of medicines and drugs, but at the same time
the invented medicines and drugs are directly
concern with the health of the masses, and
therefore, the interest of the masses is also
required to protected. The WIPO being an
International agency try to strike out the balance
between the interest of the inventor as well as

interest of the masses in developing countries
particularly in the field of public health. Thus, it
not only protects the interest of the inventor in
the field of medicines and drugs but also
protecting interest of developing countries inthe
matter of public health. In other words, the most
important function of the WIPO is to harmonize
the interest ofinventor as well as the interest of
the masses. Italso performs the major functions
for maintaining cordial relationship by way of
administrative assistance between developed
and developing countries.In addition to above,
WIPO performs following activities:-

1. To conduct survey and to make a
subsequent analysis on the basis survey
conducted by it, in connection with compulsory
licenses to repress anticompetitive practices.

2. To conduct the detailed studies in the
areas of intellectual property including study in
the field of patent & competition in selected
countries and regions.

3. To hold periodical meetings on
intellectual property and competition at the
regional level

4. Symposia on emerging challenges
over the anti-competitive use of intellectual
property

5.To conduct training programs on point
of technology licensing.

6. To prepare, analyze, evaluate and
developed a guide on franchising.

7. To make necessary publication of
studies and proceedings of relevant meetings.
IV. WIPO &lInternational Policy:

WIPO also plays a vital role at
International level at the time of policy
formulation and International in connection with
the Public Health. With the help of other
International agencies or with the help of any
regional agency as the case may be, the WIPO,
have recently prepared a global development
programme in connection with the patentin all
the fields of including the patent in the field of
medicines and drugs and also provides neutral
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information to various countries in that regard.
Such neutral information generally includes, for
example, information in connection with the
policy of public health in order to have factual
exchange of such policies among developed as
well as developing countries analysis of patent
in the field of technology.

As already stated above the WIPO in
cooperation with various agencies formulate
effectively policies and also effectively
participate in global development strategic
programme in the field of the patent. Such
agencies includes WHO, WTO, and UNCTAD,
but also with regional and national organizations
as well as with NGOs, the private sector and
academia, etc. WIPO has engaged actively with
the WHO in the context of the adoption of the
Global Strategy and Plan of Action on Public
Health, Innovation and Intellectual Property
(GSPOA) and has committed itself to working
closely with the WHO and the WTO to identify
and provide its contribution to the
implementation of the GSPOA. Furthermore,
WIPO supports with its IP expertise the
Intergovernmental Meeting (IGM) on Pandemic
Influenza Preparedness: Sharing of Influenza
Viruses and Access to Vaccines and other
Benefits (e.g. through the development of a
Working Paper on Patent Issues Related to
Influenza Viruses and their Genes, which
included a preliminary Patent Landscape for the
H5 virus); the initiative of the Special Programme
for Research and Training in Tropical Diseases
(TDR) to set up an African Network for Drugs
and Diagnostics Innovation (ANDI); and the
UNITAID Medicines Patent Pool Initiative that
aims at establishing a voluntary patent pool for
medicines with an initial focus on increasing
access to newer antiretroviral medicines and
encouraging the development of new
formulations. WIPO also participates actively,
in cooperation with WTO, in training activities
on intellectual property and its public health
implications.

V. TRIPS AgreementandWIPO:

Until 1995, WIPO was the primary
international body that dealt with IPRs, and while
it did not represent a legally enforceable global
regime, it was the body primarily responsible
for dealing with setting norms and standards
on IPRs, in addition to providing technical
assistance on IPR protection.62 However this
scenario was changed at the dawn of 1995 when
WTO was set up with creation of most important
international agreement known as agreement
on Trade Relating to Intellectual Property Rights
(TRIPS). The TRIPS was considered to be most
powerful and binding source of instrument
which compel all WTO members, to sign the text
of the agreement. It also provided that
enforcement mechanism in the form of DSB8 to
entertain the complaint and to adjudicate upon
it regarding the non-compliance of the text of
the agreement by the defaulting country.

The TRIPS created a controversial issues
on point of its enforcement in various parts of
the countries in the world particularly in the
terror ties of the countries who were WTO
members , many countries were believing the
United Nations organization as a most
Democratic effective forum as compare to WTO
has a democratic forum , it was also urged that
TRIPS should go within the UN jurisdiction rather
than within the jurisdiction of WTO so that each
and every country how so underdeveloped it may
be will have a democratic right to express its
view and opinion on point of consequences of
Article-27 of the TRIPS particularly in the area
of life saving drugs, but it was not happened
so. Even as on today TRIPS remain within the
jurisdiction of WTO, it is interesting to note that
WIPO is also one of the specialized agency of
UNO and also administrative agency of
Intellectual Property Rights and, all the members
of the WIPO happen to members of WTO9.

As a controversy was raise that Article-
27 of the TRIPs by recognizing patent in the field
of medicines and drugs violate the humanrights
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by denying the easy accessibility of the
lifesaving drugs to the masses, with a view to
reconcile this controversies DOHA declarations
was called upon wherein safeguarding the
interest of the public health received paramount
consideration and to take care of this paramount
consideration WIPO has been playing an
important role in protecting and safeguarding
the interest of masses in relation to public
health10.

The TRIPS as well as Doha Declaration
authorizes the member state to acquire the
patented drugs in case of national emergency.
However, the term national emergency is left
undefined under the TRIPs as well as under Doha
Declaration , therefore, what constitute a
national emergency is still a debatable issue and
in this regard, WIPO can play an important role
in clarifying the concept of national emergency
which will enable the member states to acquire
the patented drugs for public good.Shortly after
the TRIPS agreement came into force (1995),
WIPO adopted a resolution stating it would
provide technical assistance to WIPO members
on TRIPS-related issues11.Afterward, it adopted
another resolution saying it would provide
technical assistance to developing countries that
were members of the WTO, regardless of their
membership in WIPO12.

In connection with TRIPS era, the
technical assistance provided by WIPO to WTO
members as well as non-members of WTO as
played an important role, so also the assistance
provided by WIPO in protecting the interest of
HIV patient also played a crucial role.However,
the technical assistance provided by WIPO in
connection with TRIPS provision having criticized
by International Centre on Trade and
Development on the ground that the assistance
provided by WIPO is very much poor in terms its
quality, efficiency poor management, cost
effectiveness, weak development orientation,
inadequate insulation from political pressures,
excessive reliance on IPR offices, and

inadequate connection with UN goals and
agencies13.lt was further contended that, due
to political and economic pressure on WIPO it
may not be in position to provide effective
technical assistance to developing countries in
connection with TRIPS provisions14.

VI. Developing Countries and WIPO:

Although at International Level TRIPS
played an important role in the promotion of
technology and other branches but it has been
opposed by many developing countries on the
medical ground that , TRIPS by conferring
product patentin the field of medicine and drugs
violates human rights of HIV patient and rights
of persons suffering from critical illness,
therefore, in this area WIPO being an specialized
agency of UNO plays an important role in
protecting the human rights HIV patient who
belongs to most of the developing countries.

The Committee on Economic, Social, and
Cultural Rights (ESCR) adopted a statement in
2001 on this issue saying that intellectual
property protection must help human well-being.
Therefore it is suggested that WIPO, being one
of the administrative agency of Intellectual
Property Rights as well as a forum for protecting
the interest of the developing countries should
adopt some strong steps in the form of binding
recommending measures on all WTO members
as well as non WTO members in reserving
certain rights for developing countries in the
field of patenting of medicines and drugs at the
time of framing suitable public health policies
for its masses.

In February 2003, the (UNDP15) released
areport that stated TRIPS is not favorable among
developing countries and they have called on
developed countries to replace it. TRIPS is only
enforceable in the World Trade Organization and
in that body, there are questions about how to
effectively stand by the treaty when individual
nations can modify parts to fit their
standards16.. The rise of opposition to TRIPS
primarily came from developing countries with
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HIV/AIDS problems because many of the drugs
to combat HIV/AIDS are protected by patents,
which make those drugs expensive and
unattainable for some developing nations,
mainly because developing nations are left out
of the patent process and are unable to profit
from their raw material productions17.

It is submitted that, if the opposition of
the developing countries in connection with
protection of Human Rights of the persons who
are the victim of critical iliness have not received
due consideration at International level then, it
may create curious or tensions among developed
and developing countries. Itis further submitted
that United Nation organization is responsible
for maintaining International peace among
developed and developing countries. If the TRIPS
fails to ensure adequate standard measures for
developing countries in the field of patenting of
medicines and drugs than it may result into
disturbance of International Peace among the
developed and developing countries. It is urged
that, WIPO being an specialized agency of UNO
is under specific obligation to achieve the goal
of UN Charter for promoting and maintaining
International peace among developed and
developing countries and this can be done by
directing some measures which will be of
authorities in nature on all developed and
developing countries in connection with
maintenance of public health in developing
countries.WIPO also act as Arbitrator as well as
Mediator in ensuring access to patented
medicines and drugs in certain cases. The WIPO
Arbitration and Mediation Center was
established in 1994. The Center promotes
alternative dispute resolution other than court
litigation, time and cost-effective resolution of
commercial disputes involving intellectual
property between private parties.

VII. Conclusion & Suggestions:

Thus, after above discussion, it can be
concluded that WIPO as an International agency
has ensured global patent system all over the

world and also ensure the recognition and
enforcement of the rights of the patentee across
the countries. Prior to WIPO each and every
country use to have different legislative
protection and enforcement mechanism in
connection with the patent including patent in
connection with medicines and drugs in different
parts of the countries in the world, this resulted
into conflicts of interest among the patent
holder of different territories of the world.With
anintroduction of WIPO, this problem has been
solved and,by the virtue of the said International
agency, most of the countries in the world have
been position to see unified patent system at
International level. Thus WIPO played an
important role in protecting the interest of the
developing countries as well in regulating
unified patent system at International level, it
has also played animportantrole in safeguarding
the interest of the developing countries in the
area of Public Health policies. WIPO has also
become the important tool by way of
International search agency or a forum by which
or through which the applicant or its member
countries would be in position to know the
detailed information regarding the patent
including information in the field of patented
medicines and drugs.

WIPO also have been a successful
agency in harmonizing the provisions of the
TRIPS and safeguarding the interest of the
developing countries on point of accessibility
to patented medicines and drugs. It also become
one of the important agency in settling and
solving dispute among the developed and
developing countries on point of patent system
including resolution of disputes relating to
patenting of medicines and drugs. It has also
suggested certain flexibilities measures by
applying the provisions of the TRIPS itself for
safeguarding the interest of developing
countries in the matter of patent system.

It is worthwhile to note that, WIPO has
suggested certain measures such as Compulsory
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licensing, Para importing system which can be
adopted by developing countries in ensuring
accessibility in connection with patented
lifesaving drugs. It has also become a successful
agency in working with collaboration with
various agencies like WTO, WHO, Inter-
Governmental Organization and other Non-
Governmental Organization in shaping and
implementing effective public health policy as
well as in framing effective global development
strategy programme in the field of patent. It
being a specialized agency of UNO has been
made necessary efforts in ensuring international
peace by harmonizing the interest of developed
as well as developing countries in the area of
patented medicines and drugs. Finally, it also
taken into account the interest of patient
suffering from critical illness, in other words it
has made necessary endeavors in protecting the
human rights of this people in ensuring the
accessibility to life saving drugs at reasonable
rates and thus, protected the human rights as
provided by various international conventions.
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Homebuyers/Allottees as Financial
Creditor under Insolvency and
Bankruptcy Code: Equitable or not

Introduction

This paper intends to explore the past
and present legal ramifications to the treatment
of Allottees in Real Estate Businesses as
Financial Creditors in case of Insolvency
Resolution Process under The Insolvency and
Bankruptcy Code, 2016 (hereinafter referred as
“IBC”). This such a treatment, the provisions
and its validity has been reaffirmed by the
Judgement of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of
India in Pioneer Urban Land and Infrastructure
Ltd. v. Union of India'. To begin understanding
the complex issue we can start with thetwo
recent laws governing the companies concerned
here, Real Estate (Regulation and Development)
Act, 2016 (hereinafter referred as “RERA”) and
The Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code, 2016 (IBC).
As the companies operate in the Real Estate
Sector RERA applies and due to their Insolvency
situation IBC applies. The latteris a consolidated
legislature that provides for a resolution
mechanism to defuse a deadlock situation
wherein an entity is unable to repay their debts
and the creditors are calling in. The former being
a legislature providing guidelines with duties for
the operators in Real Estate sector and rights
for the ‘Homebuyers/Allottees’.

The allottees before the commencement
of RERA had the right torelief as consumer under
the Consumer Protection Act, 1986 and as a
contracting party under contract laws. However
before the commencement of IBC, creditors

secured their interest in a deadlock situation of
insolvency and bankruptcy under the Sick
Industrial Companies (Special Provisions) Act,
1985 (hereinafter referred as “SICA”), which was
repealed in 2003. The present jurisprudence on
the matter is constantly evolving. The Insolvency
Law Committee (hereinafter referred as “ILC")
and its inference into the UNCITRAL Legislative
Guide(hereinafter referred as the “Guide”) on
Insolvency Law resulting on the 2018
amendment in IBC and the abovementioned
judgment as a bedrock laying down a
consolidated principle of interpretation for
insolvency laws in India. There are plethora of
cases inthe Indian courts that discuss and argue
on the same question of law. The Landmark
judgment of Pioneer Urban Land (supra) has
been passed after due consideration of past
judgments and other relevant legislative &
judicial literature. The legislature after
commencement of IBC brought about many
amendments. The ILC was established to
research on all the difficulties faced by the
executive and judiciary to enforce IBC, in their
report the UNCITRAL Legislative Guide on
Insolvency Law was also inferred as a source of
IBC. The legislature based on the said report
brought the 2018 ordinance in IBC.
Historical Background

Inthe past the law regulating Insolvency
of companies was “Sick Industrial Companies
(Special Provisions) Act, 1985” (hereinafter
referred as SICA). However due to changing
corporate scenario, some loopholes in the law
were being noticed in courts and hampering the
administration of justice.The time taken by the
Board of Industrial and Financial Reconstruction
and the appellate body under the SICA,Appellate
Authority for Industrial and Financial
Reconstruction (AAIFR), in dealing with cases
of industrial sickness and revival was lengthy
and often plagued with uncertainties. Further,
there were often separate matters pending
under different statutes (such as SICA and the
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Companies Act) before various fora with respect
to the same company. This often caused
confusion and conflict regarding the
jurisdictions of such bodies. It was therefore
decided that instead of various bodies looking
into different matters, one body should be
constituted to handle all such matters and to
dispose of all pending matters, allowing
companies and other parties interacting with
these companies to approach a single forum and
address varying pending disputes.

The SICA was repealed by “Sick Industrial
Companies (Special Provisions) Repeal Act,
2003” (hereinafter referred to as Repeal Act),
however the final wrap-up took place on
December 1, 2016.Further, as per the provisions
of the Repeal Act, the repeal of SICA would not
affect any orders sanctioning a scheme under
SICA, however, the same does not provide any
clarity with respect to the manner in which the
administration of such schemes (that have not
yet been implemented) may be carried out.
However, there is no mentionable controversy
in the real estate sector under SICA. Soon after
SICA the Consumer Protection Act, 1986 was
enacted to safeguard the interest of consumers,
including homebuyers, by going to State
Consumer Dispute Redressal Commission and
National Consumer Dispute Redressal
Commission (hereinafter referred as NCDRC),
which allowed the companies to escape the
claims by declaring bankruptcy under SICA.
Present Scenario

The National Company Law Tribunal
(NCLT) and the National Company Law Appellate
Tribunal (NCLAT) constituted under Companies
Act, 2013 has the jurisdiction to hear matters
with respect to, amongst others, management
of company, mergers & amalgamation and
revival or rehabilitation of companies. Moreover,
by the enactment of IBC, the jurisdiction of NCLT
and NCLAT has been further bolstered to the
include insolvency and liquidation process. All
proceedings before BIFR and AAIFR stood abated

by the IBC coming into effect. However the
entity whose matter had been abated may
initiate fresh proceedings before the NCLT under
IBC, within 180 days of the commencement of
IBC (i.e. December 1, 2016). In brief, the
corporate insolvency proceeds when there is a
debt, in respect of which the corporate debtor
has committed a default. The amount of default
should be Rs. 1 lakh or more. It is pertinent to
note that the Bankruptcy Code aims to move
away from the “sickness” test encapsulated
under SICA and the Chapter XIX of Companies
Act, 2013 (now stands deleted) to the “cash
flow” test, allowing for a more objective
standard of evaluation.

The current development in this matter
has been brought on by multiple matters in the
NCLAT, NCDRC and Hon’ble Supreme Court. The
Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code Amendment
Ordinance, 2018 (hereinafter referred to as the
“Amendment Ordinance”) introduced the
changes required to navigate the references
made to the abovementioned adjudicating
bodies. The Homebuyers/Allottees in the Real
Estate sector are now protected under IBC as
they were under RERA and Consumer Protection
Act. As a financial creditor they primarily have
the power to initiate Corporate Insolvency
Resolution Process(CIRP) under Section 7 of IBC
and are entitled to all other rights that a financial
creditor is entitled thereunder.The insinuation
that amendment by violating Article 14, 19(1)(g),
300-A, 19(6)of the Constitution of India becomes
ultravires and against the very policy of law that
the IBC was based on have raised a critical
issue. The petitionsin the Hon’ble Supreme
Court challenging such treatment by the
subordinate courts, tribunals and amendment
have all been combined and answered by the
apex court by the judgment in Pioneer Urban
Land and Infrastructure Ltd. v. Union of
India.Hence, to put the situation in simple words
if homebuyers/allottees are facing a default for
more than a year, they can initiate CIRP against
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the defaulting real estate company.
Legislative Outlay

The amendments that triggered the
multitude of petitions were brought on by
Amendment Ordinance of 2018. On 17" August,
2018 the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code
(Second Amendment) Act, 2018 was passed
incorporating the aforesaid thirty-three
amendments, four new insertion in sections and
one new schedulein the Code. As discussed
above Hon’ble Supreme Court upheld the validity
of the amendment in section 5, wherein an
Explanation was added providing the amount
raised from allottees in real estate projects be
treated as borrowings and the meaning of
‘allottees’ and ‘real estate projects’ be referred
from RERA. The other laws such as Consumer
Protection Act, 1986 and Securitisation and
Reconstruction of Financial Assets and
Enforcement of Security Interest Act, 2002
(hereinafter referred as SARFAESI) have also
clashed with IBC but the legislature, by such
amendments, has provided for situations like
these and solved such conflicts to prevent
misuse of law.

The ILC, whose report brought the
Amendment Ordinance has many insights to the
legislative nuances of the law and adjoining
matters, the report also goes to track the source
and the essence of the law. The report in its
para 1.9 mentions that the committee believed
that the definition before amendment was
enough to treat homebuyer/allottees as financial
creditors, however due to the confusion in the
courts and tribunals they thought it to be prudent
to explicitly provide foritin the Code. The report
pointed out that the source of inspiration for the
Code came from the UNCITRAL Legislative Guide
on Insolvency Law. The Guide in its Part One
provides that the objective of equitable
treatment is based on the notion that, in
collectiveproceedings, creditors with similar
legal rights should be treated fairly,receiving a
distribution on their claim in accordance with

their relative rankingand interests.It also
providesthat the ranking of priority claims and
rules for their safeguarding should be based on
commercial bargains and not reflect social and
political concerns that have the potential to
distort the outcome of insolvency.
Judicial Aspect

The courts, tribunals and other
adjudicating bodies have passed various
judgments, orders and decrees containing their
views and stand on the matter. IBC has clashed
with a number of laws in the short period since
it has been enacted, such as in this matter RERA
and earlier matters SARFAESI.

NCLAT in Nikhil Mehta and Sons (HUF)
v. AMR Infrastructure Ltd®> held that amounts
raised by developers under assured return
schemes had the “commercial effect of a
borrowing”, which became clear from the
developer’s annual returns in which the amount
raised was shown as “commitment charges”
under the head “financial costs”. As a result,
such allottees were held to be “financial
creditors” within the meaning of Section 5(7) of
the Code.The Hon’ble Supreme Court in Chitra
Sharma &Ors. v. Union of India® passed an order
in the case of Jaypeelnfratech Ltd. appointing a
representative of the home buyers, i.e. the
allottees,to participate in meetings of the
Committee of Creditors in order that their
interests be protected. The court vide order,
recorded that it was only concerned with those
home buyers who intend to obtain a refund of
amounts advanced by them, being 8% of the
total home buyers/allottees in Jaypee’s case.
However, in Pioneer Urban Land and
Infrastructure Ltd. v. Union of India the petitioner
alleged that the several characteristics of
financial creditors laid down in Swiss Ribbons
v. Union of India*cannot be seen in allottees or
homebuyers, rather Operational Creditors is
better suited for their type of transactions.

The tussle between laws is a regular
issue in front of adjudicating authorities. The
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Hon’ble Supreme in Court Bank of India v. Ketan
Parekh® held that this problem may be solved
by reference to non-obstinate clause, the act
that came later with the non-obstinate clause
overrides the previous one in situations of a
clash. However, in some instances where both
the enactments have non-obstinate clause, if it
serves the interest of justice, equity and good
conscience,the subject and the dominant
purpose for which the special enactment was
made and in case the dominant purpose is
covered by that contingencies, then even if the
Act might have come at a later point of time
still the intention can be ascertained by looking
to the objects and reasons.
Conclusion

Hence, we can conclude that IBC has
solved most, if not all, of the irregularities faced
with SICA and is better law for it. The current
position of the procedures of law in this regard
are constantly developing yet uniformin its own
right. The parliament in passing this legislation
and the ILC for its examination has done a
thorough job and the Gide has been followed
as closely it was possible in India. The multiple
applications and petitions before the
adjudicating authorities have developed the
jurisprudence of the law and led to further
clarifications on the matter. The allottees/
homebuyers in real estate projects getting the
status of financial creditor by the amendment
of 2018 and this provision being upheld by the
Hon’ble Supreme Court makes it a definitive
interpretation of the Law under IBC.

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Quest for Freedom: Harriet
Jacobs’s Autobiography
Incidents in the Life of a Slave
Girl

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The popular autobiography of Harriet
Jacobs’s Incidents in the Life of a Slave Girl
ventures into the psyche of the slave in the
records of African-American literary history.
Harriet Jacobs focuses her attention on the
essential pattern of her experiences as a slave
in Edenton, North Carolina. She divides her early
life into three parts in her autobiography. The
first part reveals the love and security she
enjoyed with her family. Jacobs’s parents were
mulattoes and treated as benevolently as the
system allowed them. She portrays the
experiences of adults in her family as well as
the other slaves as honest, hardworking,
trustworthy and moral human beings whose
labor was brutally exploited and whose dignity
was denied. The second part of her narrative
brings personal knowledge and political
awareness of race and power politics of white
society, and the third adds to the list of the
gender issues in white society, in respect to the
lives of black slave women in America.

As the narrative opens, Linda Brent
recounts the “unusually fortunate circumstances”
of her early childhood and realized she was a slave.
Linda’s father was a carpenter and had
extraordinary skills. The chapter introduces
Linda’s mother, her brother William, and her
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Uncle Benjamin, who is sold at age ten. Linda
also introduces her maternal grandmother
(referred to as Aunt Martha by the white
community), a strong-willed, resourcefulwoman
who establishes a bakery to earn money to buy
her children’s freedom. She manages to earn
$300, which she loans to her mistress, who never
repays her. When Linda is six years old, her
mother dies. When she is 12, her mistress dies,
and Linda is sold to the five-year-old daughter
of her mistress’ sister.

In her sixteenth year, Jacobs suffers
from Mrs. Flint’s jealous nature. Mrs. Flint was
an envious woman and while sleeping she
whispersinJacobs’s ears just like as her husband
was speaking. This unpleasant behavior of Mrs.
Flint makes her vexed. Other side Dr. Flint’s
advances made her mistress a helpless victim
and she had no other feeling except anger and
jealous. Jacobs feels thankful to her mistress
because early she recognized the intentions of
her husband and took much care about her. She
observes the activity of her jealous mistress, and
says that “She now took me to sleep in a room
adjoining her own. There | was an object of her
especial care, though not of her especial
comfort, for she spent many a sleepless night
to watch over me.”!

Jacobs explicitly describes the evil
intentions of her master who pleads and bribes
her in the capitulating manner as his property
and threatens her offering various favors. Jacobs
aspires to protect her chastity and piety as
consummate feminine virtues and hopes that
marriage and family would be her earthly
rewards. She escapes from the overwhelming
situations choosing her own space of
confinement. The social customs insist black
women to design their own fate during the
period of slavery. White masters always consider
them, as they belong to despised race. Jacobs’s
narrative provides full of accommodating
statements and information of social
circumstances of slavery through her personal

views on race relations. Through legal and extra-
legal methods, some masters managed to
continue their dominance over black people who
had once been their property. As Jacobs
illustrates her grandmother’s struggle to buy her
children from her master. Every time she pleads
with her master and gets answer from Dr. Flint
that, “Linda does not belong to me. She is my
daughter’s property, and | have no legal right to
sell her.”?

Jacobs illustrates the cruelties of Dr. and
Mrs. Flint who, as their name implies, are cold,
hard-hearted people. The closing scenes
highlight the plight of female slaves who are
forced to satisfy the lust of their lascivious
masters. Jacobs’s illustrates the inhuman
behaviour of the white master towards the
slave:

When a man is hunted like a wild beast,
he forgets there is a God, a heaven. He forgets
every thing in his struggle to get beyond the
reach of the bloodhounds.?

Jacobs’s experiences and circumstances
of slavery remind us how black women were
victimized and demoralized in the hands of white
masters even their marriages were not
recognized. The plantation life was the main
theater of the slave and it was terrific. Black
woman faced the poverty and hunger and
depended on their master’s sympathy to gain
food and clothing in early years of the slavery.
The universal complaint, which represents their
master’s concern, was whippings or beating.
Both traditional white sources and the slave
narratives suggest that whipping of slave was
common practice for punishment. Thus, slave
family suffers from the physical torture and
sexual exploitation, in white society and the
total authority of the master threatens the black
family.

Jacobs spent her twenty-one years in the
obscene cage and testifies from her own
experiences and observations, that slavery is a
curse and brought all types cruelties, sufferings,
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degradation in the life of a black woman. Thus,
Jacobs’s narrative depicts the childhood
suffering and her major complaint was not the
hardships of work or the deprivation of material
comforts of the slave but the violation of
common decencies toward black people inflicted
by white people. She makes all her efforts to
preserve her self respect and shows her courage
in developing the intimacy with Mr. Sands as a
human being not a slave. She challenges Dr.
Flint’s plans when he bribes her and promises
to build a small house. These favors could not
work against her. She determines to escape and
to defeat him.

Thus, Slavery reached to its deep roots
in the South. Jacobs resists against this strong
demon of slavery and determines to face any
adverse circumstance in her life. Jacobs’s
autobiography depicts the importance of black
family and her sacred relationship with her
family members during the system of slavery.
She reveals her experiences as a mother and
wife and her emotional attachment with her
family members. Slave marriages were not
legally accepted and they did not stand as an
equal before the law, and the status of children
was determined by the condition of the slave
mother.

Therefore, a slave woman had no legal
authority on her children and their security
always depended on their master’s kindness. In
addition to their normal development of mother
child relation and their attachment was
sabotaged with buying and selling of their family
members. Slavery brought great destructive
pressures on black family and black child. The
separation of wife and husband, mother and
child, and general insecurity in familial
relationship was a destructive threat to the
survival of the slave family. Thus, wretched
conditions of slavery closed the doors of hope
of a black woman. Black mother played a major
role in the decision-making process and
frequently concentrates on her children and with

her husband who was a stepfather to all or part
of her offspring. In this direction, Jacobs reveals
that when her son turned a year old, she was
excited with the mixture of love and pain. The
deep roots mixed in her existence with her son,
she did not turn to her master’s house since the
birth of her child, and she refused to accept Dr.
Flint’s favors.

The narrative focuses on the methods
slaveholders use to instill fear in their slaves.
Slaveholders impart lies about the Free States
and the possibilities of freedom. Linda stresses
that the majority of slaves are deliberately kept
inignorance about the North. Despite the brutal
treatment some slaves are subjected to at the
hands of their masters, they are taught that they
cannot survive on their own and are better off
where they are. Slaveholders subject their slaves
to acts of extreme violence. Because of this
brutality, slaves fear the consequences of
fleeing or defying their masters. And many
slaves are too physically and emotionally broken
to risk an escape into the unknown.

Many slaves believe the slaveholders’
lies about the futility of running away—the
“deplorable” conditions, starvation, and so on.
However, Linda explains that slaves with more
accurate information are aware that some
peoplein the Free States are willing to help them
and, thus, a better quality of life is possible.
Linda says that with teaching, slaves can “begin
to understand their own capabilities, and exert
themselves to become men and women.”
Although Linda applauds both knowledge and
defiance, she knows that a slave isn’t
accountable for his brutalized condition. The
cause, she says, “is the ignorance in which white
men compel him to live; it is the torturing whip
that lashes the manhood out of him; it is the
fierce bloodhounds of the South, and the
scarcely less cruel human bloodhounds of the
north.”

Thus, Harriet Jacobs’s autobiography
Incident in the Life of a Slave Girl provides a
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graphicillustration of a slave’s conditions during
slavery and articulates a protest against the
oppression, discrimination, and dehumanization
of the black community during slavery. Jacobs’s
constant struggle against her brutal conditions
exemplifies the universally acknowledged agony
of African-American women. In her autobiography,
she dramatizes the success of her struggle to
liberate herself and her children and she does
not achieve her goal of freedom until the final
pages of her narrative. The autobiography is an
inspiration to create new hope for the future.
The narrative has many common, formulaic
elements, like the transition from slavery to
freedom as a structural and organizational
principle, graphic descriptions of beatings and
floggings, and an indictment of the sexual abuse
of the female slave. Thus, Jacobs’s Incidents in
the Life of a Slave girl demonstrates the history
of the slave narrative and its effect on black
community life, the history of a slave girl and
her struggle for social justice, and a fight to
record the experiences of African-Americans
who suffered, adapted to, and worked against
the institution that sought to deny blacks their
identity.

Malnutrition: Malnutrition is the condition that
results from taking an unbalanced diet in which
certain nutrients are lacking, in excess (too high
an intake), or in the wrong proportions. Forty-
two per cent of India’s children below the age
of three are malnourished, which is greater than
the statistics of sub-Saharan African region of
28 per cent. Although India’s economy grew 50
per cent from 2001-06, its child-malnutrition rate
only dropped 1 per cent, lagging behind
countries of similar growth rate. Malnutrition
impedes the social and cognitive development
of a child, reducing his educational attainment
and income as an adult. These irreversible
damages result in lower productivity.
Diseases: A disease is an abnormal condition
affecting the body of an organism. It is often
construed to be a medical condition associated
with specific symptoms and signs (Disease,
Dorland’s Medical Dictionary). It may be caused
by factors originally from an external source,
such as infectious disease, or it may be caused
by internal dysfunctions, such as autoimmune
diseases. In humans, ‘disease’ is often used
more broadly to refer to any condition that

causes pain, dysfunction, distress, social
problems, or death to the person afflicted or
similar problems for those in contact with the
person.

High Infant Mortality Rate: Infant mortality
occurs when a child dies after birth. Childhood
mortality is the death of a child before their fifth
birthday.

Poor Sanitation: Sanitation is the hygienic
means of promoting health through prevention
of human contact with the hazards of wastes.
Hazards can be physical, microbiological,
biological or chemical agents of disease. The
World Health Organization states that:
‘Sanitation generally refers to the provision of
facilities and services for the safe disposal of
human urine and faces. Inadequate sanitation
is a major cause of disease world-wide and
improving sanitation is known to have a
significant beneficial impact on health both in
households and across communities. The word
‘sanitation’ also refers to the maintenance of
hygienic conditions, through services such as
garbage collection and wastewater disposal.
Inadequate Safe Drinking Water :Drinking
water or potable water is water safe enough to
be consumed by humans or used with low risk
of immediate or long term harm. Access to
protected sources of drinking water has
improved from 68 per cent of the population in
1990to 88 per centin 2008 (Water, Environment
and Sanitation, UNICEF India 2011). However,
only 26 per cent of the slum population has
access to safe drinking water and 25 per cent
of the total population has drinking water on
their premises. This problem is exacerbated by
falling levels of groundwater caused mainly by
increasing extraction for irrigation. Insufficient
maintenance of the environment around water
sources, groundwater pollution, excessive
arsenic and fluoride in drinking water pose a
major threat to India’s health.

Rural Health: In medicine, rural health or rural
medicine is the interdisciplinary study of health
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and health care delivery in the context of a rural
environment or location. Some of the fields of
study comprising rural health include: health,
geography, midwifery, nursing, sociology,
economics and telemedicine.

Unfortunately, less than 15
per cent of the Indian population is covered
under some form of health insurance, including
government-supported schemes.

Private sector hospitals are also started
to come with the concept of Corporate Social
Responsibility (CSR) by giving more subsidized
rates so that the poor people can afford for the
necessary treatment. IRDA should focus on (i)
checking the costs of medical care and (ii)
developing a mechanism to check whether
private insurance companies are providing
same facilities to all categories like rich, upper-
middle class, lower-middle class and the poor
by encouraging NGOs and Cooperatives to enter
into Insurance business.
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Abstract : Various physico chemical parameters
were Studied and analysis, such as atmospheric
Temperature, water temperature, pH,
transparency, turbidity, DO,C02,BOD, total
dissolved solied, total alkalinity and total
hardness of water, during the period from March
2017 to Aug 2017 from Belwadi Dam, Tq. Lohara
Dist. Osmanabad.The results revealed that there
was significant seasonal variation in same
physico chemical parameter and most of the
parameter ware in the normal range and
indicated better quality of dam water and result
indicate that the dam is not polluted and water
can be used far irrigation and pisciculture.

INRODUCTION

Water is the one of most important
compound to the ecosystem. Good Quality of
water described by its physical, chemical and
microbial characteristics. But some correlation
was possible among these parameters and the
significant one would be useful to indicate
quality of water (Dhembare et.al., 1997). The
quality of water resources is usually described
according to its physical; chemical and
biological characteristics now a day due to
increased human population and man made

condition. Rapid industrialization and
indiscriminate use -of chemicals, fertilizers in
agriculture are causing heavy and varied
pollution in aquatic environment leaning to
deterioration of water quality and depletion of
aquatic biota. It is therefore necessary that the
quality of drinking water should be checked at
regular time interval because due to use of
contaminated drinking water, the population
suffers from a variety of water dam diseases. It
is difficult to understand the biological
phenomena fully because the chemistry of water
reveals much abut the metabolism of the
ecosystem and explain the general hydro -
biological interrelationship. The physico -
chemical parameter of water and the
dependence of all life process of these factors
make it desirable to take water as and
environment. The study of different water
parameter is very important for understanding
of the metabolic events in aquatic ecosystem.
In Indian many researchers have done
studies on physico-chemical and biological
characteristics of rivers and-reservoirs (Ram
Sharma, 1992) Pandey et al, 1993; Trivedy and
Goel, 1998; Diwan and Kodarkar, 2000; Kulalarni
Rajendra Rao et. al, 2002; jakher and Rawat,
2003; paul et. al, 2004 and shubhachandra et.
al, 2004). Dhimdhime and Ambore (2004)
Jayabhaya et.al.(2008) Karadhele et.al.(2008),
Banakaret.al.(2010).
karadkhele et.al.(2008) were studied on physico
chemical recreation water body in Nana Nani
Park Latur. Jayabhaya et.al. (2008)werestuded
some physico chemical aspect of kayadhu river,
di*t. Hingoli Chandanshive et.al. (2008) were
studied physico chemical aspact of pollution in
river, Mula,- Mutha at pune. Jayabhaye elal.
(2008) were studied the physico chemical
parameters of a minor reservoir, sawana,
Hingoli. Banakar et.al.(2010) were studied
physico chemical analysis of kathralu pound
near chitradurg Karnataka. Hence the present
investigation involves the analysis of water
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quality in term of select physico - Chemical
parameter of Belwadi dam, Dist. Osmanabad,
Maharashtra, the reservoiris located on 17°A5*-
0 North latitude and 76°-30'-00' East
longitude. Catchment area 5.70 sg.km. Capacity
of dam 1.171 TMC. The length of dam is about
545.00 mts. Irrigated area of dam is 253 hecter.
The multipurpose dam is source of drinking and
irrigation water for nearly about 07 villages
under the canal irrigation. Dam water was
polluted due to domestic and agricultural waste
leading to notable changes in the water quality
and present investigation was carried out from
March 2017 to Aug 2017.

MATERIAL AND METHODS:

The surface water samples from Belwadi
dam were collected from two sampling stations
inthe hours at 11.00 am to 1.00pm regularly for
every month during the periodin clean black two
liters plastic cans and immediately transported
to the laboratory for the estimation of various
physico-chemical parameters like water
temperature, pH, cent grade thermometer and
were recorded at the time of sample collection
using, portable kit. Water transparency was
recorded at project, sites with the help of secchi
disc.Turbidity.DO, TDS, BOD, Total hardness,
Total Alkalinity, were recorded by using
centigrade thermometer. Turbidity of water water
were estimated in the laboratory by using
standard methods as prescribed by Trivedy and
Goel (1986), saxena( 1990), APHA(1992),
Kodarkar (1998) and Gupta p.k.(2007).

RESULT AND DISCUSSION:

The seasonal variation physico-chemical
parameter of Belwadi dam represented in table
1. The atmosphere temperature was recorded
between 24° to 37°% .It was maximum in the
may month. The atmospheric temperature is
important and plays an important role in the
environment, while water temperature was
recorded 25° to 33%. The water temperature
was maximum in may. Water temperature is the
most important factor which influences the

chemical, bio-chemical and biological
characteristics of the water body. The water
temperature was observed by pawar and pulle
(2005). Jayabhaya et.al 2008 were recorded the
water temperature ranges from 22°% to 31°
during 2005 - 2006 and 22.3°% to 30.8% during
2006 - 2007 in minor reservoir sawana Hingoli.
pH was slightly alkaline the value begin greater
then 7 at both station, maximum 8 and maximum
7.2 at sampling station. The factors like air
temperature bring about change in the pH of
water. Most of bio-chemical and chemical
reactions are influenced by the pH, it is great
practical importance. The reduced rate of
photosynthetic activities reduces the
assimilation of carbon dioxide and bicarbonates
which is ultimately responsible for increase in
pH, the low oxygen values coincided with high
temperature during the summer months.
Jayabhaye et.al. (2008) were recorded the pH
value ranged from 7.5 to 8.6during 2005-06 and
from 7.4 to 8.5 during 2006-07 in minor reservoir
Sawanna Hingoli. According to karadkha et.al.
(2008) the variation in pH between 7.7 to 8.6 at
spot A and 7.6 to 8.4 spot D the water body in
Nana Nani Park Latur. Transparency values ware
ranged from 32 to 81 cm. The water
transparency value was maximum in summer
and minimum in monsoon transparency is a
physical variable significant to primary
production and also depends on the micro -
organism present in water bodies and
suspended organic and in organic matter
present in water. The minimum value was
recorded during August while maximum value
was recorded during March Sharma and Jain
(2000) observed the transparency value varied
from 14 to 35 cm water transparency value ware
maximum in the summer season and minimum
in the monsoon season. Jayabhaye et.al. (2008)
ware recorded the water transparency value.

Ranged from 42.5 cm to 98 cm during
2005-06 and 47.6 to 105.5 cm during 2006-07
in minor reservoir sawana Hingoli.
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The turbidity of water range between 244
to 287 NTU. The turbidity was recorded
maximum 287 NTU in month of April where as
minimum value was recorded 244 NTU in the
month of March. Monsoon generally causes high
turbulence and mixing of water leding to and
increasing the concentration of suspendeud
particulate matter (SPM) study of similar lines
sakthivel and shingadia (2001) recorded turbidity
range between from 229 to 288 mg/lit.
Jayabhaye et.al.(2008) ware recorded the
dissolved oxygen value ranged from 5.1 to 8.5
mg/lit.during 2005 to 06 and 5.2to 8.4mg/lit. in
minor reservoir sawana Hingoli. Banakar et.al
(2010) were represented the turbidity varied
between 185 to 276 NTU the lowest value 185
NTU was recovered during February 2009 and
the highest value 276 NTU was recovered during
June - 2009 - in kathralu pound water near
chitradurga, Karnataka.

The dissolved oxygen was varad from 7.1
to 8.1 mg/lit.the DO was maximum 8.1 mg/lit.
in the month of July where as minimum was
recorded 7.1 mg/lit. in the month of June. The
DO is on of the most important factor in any
aquatic ecosystem. The man sours of DO is from
dissolution from atmosphere and the
photosynthesis. Several worked also observed
similar trend to result in fresh water lakes
pejaver et.al. (2001).Sakhare andjoshi (2002)
have reported DO ranged between 7.1 to 8.9
mg/lit. in palas nilenga on reservoir in
osmanabad district, karadhele et.al. (2008) ware
investigated the dissolved oxygen value ranges
between 3.0 to 5.2 mg / liter at spot. Aand 3.8
to 5.9 mg/ liter at spot .B indicate the polluted
water body. Jayabhaye et.al.(2008) ware
recorded the dissolved oxygen value ranged
from 5.1 to 8.5 mg/lit.during 2005 to 06 and
5.2to 8.4mg/lit. in minor reservoir sawana
Hingoli.

The values of free carbon dioxide were
ranges from 4.6 to 6.2mg/lit. and maximum in
month of June and minimum in the month of

march. The values of free carbon dioxide were
inversely proportional to dissolved oxygen at the
sampling station. This may be depends upon
plants aquatic animals present in water body
as well as alkalinity and hardness of water. The
free carbon dioxide values were extremely high
and high values of free carbon dioxide may result
from breakdown of organic matter. Anantharaj
et.al.(1987),prakash (1982) reported that
concentration of DO is inversely proportional to
the concentration of carbon dioxide.

The BOD were varied from 42 to 27 mg/
lit. It was maximum in summer and monsoon
months and minimum during winter season.
BOD has been used as measure of the amount
of organic material in an aquatic solution which
support the growth of micro organic. Saxena and
srivastava (2002) were observed the high BOD
values from the samples exposed to municipal
water at near sewage dam, Tamlurkar and
Ambore (2006) were recorded values values
varied from 0.72 to 3.02 mg/Iit.

The total dissolved solids ranged from
269 to 299 mg/lit. in the sampling station and
maximum in the month of march and minimum
in July. Gupta et. al. (2001) were recorded TDS
from Udaipur lake range from 202 to 724 mg/
lit. The high level. Of TDS in drinking water
causes laxative effects. Mohammad Musaddiq
amd Fokmare (2002) observed values of total
suspended solids ranged within 45 to 152 mg/
lit. of surface water in Akola city. KhObragade
kshama (2003), obsedrved the values of TDS was
in the range of 9100 to 2500 mg/lit. Dhimdhime
and ambore (2004)recorded the TDS values
ranged between 337 to 722 mg./lit. From
Siddeshwar dam. Jayabhaye et.al.(2008) were
recorded the totel dissolved solids in the minor
reservoir sawana hingolidistrict ranged from 221
to 270during 2005 to 06 and from 225 to 282 ml
liter during 2006 to 07.

Total alkalinity of the dam was varied
from 41 to 72 mg/lit. ande maximum in winter
season and minimum in monsoon season. The
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alkalinity migh be due to high pH. The high pH
may be due to the hydroxide carbonates and
bicarbonates, photosynthetic activity of aquatic
plant is reduces alkalinity High alkalinity may
be due to the addition of waste from organic
matter. Narasinha Rao and jay a Ragu (2001)
found the alkalinity values varied from 90 to 265
mg/lit. in sewage fed fish culture pond atr
nambur. Sakare and joshi (2003) found the
alkalinity values from 672 to 1023 mg/lit. in
papnas in minor wetland in Tuljapur town, in
Maharashtra jayabhaye et.al. (2008) recorded
total alkalinity ranged from 68 to 240mg/lit.
during2005- 06 and 179 to 264 mg/lit. during
2006-07 in minor reservoir sawana Hingoli.
Banakar et, al (2010) were recorded total
alkalinity values ranged from a minimum of 98
mg / liter to a maximum of 116 mg/ liter in
kathralu pound water near chitradurga,
Kamataka.

The total hardness values ranged from
151 to 172 mg/lit. maximum during month of
July or in monsoon season and minimum in
March. The total hardness is the total soluble
magnesium and calcium and salts present in the
water expressed as its CaC03 equivalent. Total
hardness are also includes the sulphate,
chlorides of calcium and magnesium. In most
natural water the predominant ions are those
of bicarbonates associated maily with calcium
to lesser degree with magnesium and still less
with sodium and potassium, sulphate and
chlorides of calcium and magnesium
bicarbonates of par magnet caused by soluble
calcium and magnesium carbonates and salts
of inorganic acid. The total hardness was in the
range from 115 to 176 mg/lit. at Harsal dam
Wagh (1998) minimum values was recorded
during monsoon.
Mishra and Tripathi (2001) reported high values
0f295 mg/lit. in Ganga river. Total hardness
ranged from 145 to 188 mg/lit. during 2005-06
and 149 to 194 mg/lit. during 2006-07 in
sawana, Hingolijayabhaye et.al (2008). Banakar

et, al (2010) were recorded total hardness varied
from a minimum of 67 mg/liter in may - 2009 to
a maximum of 75 mg/liter in March 2009.

Other
things are corruption in the society and politics,
religious tension between Hindus and Muslims,
the experience of returning to India after leaving
in America, and the tension between India and
China as Asian Superpowers. Balram witness the
transaction of black money in hundreds of
thousands. Bribery and Corruption are part of
the growth of the nation. Here Adiga gives vivid
pictures feudal democracy. Adiga records his
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views as of Balram’s in places such as Balram’s
regret of the majority of the people in India, still
after the so called independence Arvind Adiga
takes the present day challenges against the
economic exploitation. He also takes the
challenge against the political deprivation the
social marginalization and the spiritual
subjugation of the poor. All these are taking place
in India behind the screen of economic
infrastructural, political and technological
development. In aninterview with Nick Dimartino
(2014), Adiga expressed his motivation behind
writing his novel, The White Tiger.

| Wanted to depict someone from India’s
underclass which is perhaps 400 millions strong
and which has largely missed out on the
economic boom and which remains invisible in
most films and books coming out of India. (1)

Adiga presents the darkness the poverty
of Indian society where common man struggles
hard to survive. The education in the novel is
not devoid of the corruption. Rather it has been
polluted by the so called progressive democratic
system. The teacher pocketed the government
given mid-day meal fund sanctioned for the
students. This malpractice is known to the
people. But they don’t blame the teacher or the
authorities. The life of underclass darkens and
defunct education system operates in the
society.

Adiga represents social realism of ‘new’
India through the White Tiger. The novel
highlights the age-old worries anxieties of the
downtrodden. It is a pulsating critique of the
deep rooted socio- economic inequality rampant
in India. He focused on the poverty which is
somewhat responsible for the every criminal
activity he also wants depict the corruption,
immorality in the Indian society. Arvind Adiga
tries to impart the problem of Indian underdogs.
The novel is an excellent “social commentary
on the poor-rich divide in India. Balram
represents the downtrodden section of our
society juxtaposed against rich”’ (saxena,

2008"9).Adiga also tries to create a society
based on the principles of equality and Justice.

The most critical aspect that has been
ridiculed about the social life of India is the
instituition of marriage. Marriage is supposed
to be a celebration. It is a union that has
transformed into a social stigma. When Balram’s
cousin Reena got engaged his family arranged
for a big wedding by their standards and also
gave a huge dowry. For all these expenses, they
had taken a loan from the stork due to the
inability to pay it back, the stork row owned them
as his slaves just because of a marriage. Balram
also had to leave school and work for him. So,
we see how an able and talented student was
deprived of his education. The whole family
became a bunch of slaves Just because of a
marriage. Adiga throughout the novel constantly
stresses the fact that there is not just an unequal
distribution of wealth but even of human right
in the society.

In his narrative Balram mentions an
incident where a landlord’s son from his village
is kidnapped by the naxals. Unable to reach to
kidnappers, the landlord lashes out all his
frustration and anger at the servant who was
the caretaker of his son. The servant is tortured
and later shot dead not only this even his entire
family is brutally killed and his house is set on
fire. (66) All these experiences one after the
other stimulate in him an irrepressible desire
for freedom from servitude the poverty. The
humiliations and discrimination, he had suffered
silently culminate his most shocking action of
murdering his master.

Adiga’s main focus in the novel was to
make the people to see how the large majority
of the people have been suffering in the country.
Their life has become a curse to them. The rich
have been enjoying the fruit of the scientificand
economic development of the nation.

Marginalised people are usually
discriminated ignored and often suppressed on
the basis of race, gender, culture, religion,
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ethnicity, occupation, education and economy
by the mainstream. This order results in the
paralysis of one side of the society as Balram,
his family and community Paralyzed in The
White Tiger. Throughout these marginal aspects
hunt for the identity, social value and economic
balance. Through this novel the paralyzed part
of society is struggling for the socio-economic
equality. Balram realizes that discrimination
between rich and the poor is not only in the
village. But Delhi is no exception to this
discrimination. Such in human treatment in the
hands of rich society renders the heart of a poor
man.

The White Tiger to emphasize the
immorality of the rich and the poor. Balram gives
many satirical accounts of immorality. He lasts
this his vote more faithfully but far nothing. For
him, everything is a mockery or just for name
sake. Balram mocks the rich for their
extravagance and corruption. But he also mocks
his fellow members of the servant class for their
own cruelty. When Balram goes home to visit
his family members, they chastise him for not
sending enough money home.

Hence the author compares those
chickens leaving in a miserable condition with
the poor class in India. A research scholar
Randeep Rana from Haryana rightly comment

Balram is Adiga’s ‘Gatsby’ realizing fully
that his penurious condition made him both a
misfit and unfit in the society He was well aware
of the consequences of his crime and realised
that if caught it would be an end for him but
taking no risk meant a confirmed and guaranted
end the believed that in order to succeed he has
to be a thick skinned guy, in fact truly
pachydermatous. He is symbolic of those ‘new’
Indian young men, who are ready to commit
even more heinous crime to achieve their target.
(P.458)

Deprived of even the bare necessities
of life. Balram feels cut off from the mainstream
of Indian society where snobbery, glamour and

disparity abound. Hence The White Tiger deals
with the social exclusions of the person who
carries with himself incorrigible wounds of social
stigma and destitution. The action and reactions
of Balram Halwai results from his plight. He
suffers from and less existential crisis from
which there is no escape. In the novel Adiga
boldly pictures the internal affairs of political
parties, bribe, blackmailing and corruption etc.

Mr. Ashok visits Delhi for the purpose,
to solve his tax problem regarding coal mines.
The rich people always visit to Delhi to settle
their black money. But the deprived goes in the
search of light for better life. This is the real
condition of a typical Indian village. There are
electricity poles but no electricity. There are
water taps but these are without water and
broken. Children of the village are dehydrated
and having malnutrition. Hygienic condition of
village is not good. In village men and boys
sleeps in one corner of the house. Women and
girls sleep another corner of the house. It means
that they don’t have enough space to sleep. So
they sleep in same room in different corners.
Balram describes the life of rickshaw pullers.
They are very weak and unhealthy by pulling the
rickshaws. His father is even weak and died of
tuberculosis. They have to pull middle class men
with their baggage.

Thin stick like men, leaning forward from
seat of a bicycle as they pedal along a carriage
bearing pyramid of middle class flesh-some fat
man with his fat wife and all their shopping bags
and groceries. (36)

The novel focuses on the poor of Indians.
The novel depicts how the characters think and
feel. The novel depicts through characters dark
side of India like Kusun, Balram’s grandmother,
Balram’s aunties readers may feel sympathy
about them. Throughout the novel Balram has
been captivated by the attraction corporate
world. He wants to be an entrepreneur but
advises his excellency Wen Jiabao not waste
money on American books like ‘Ten Secrets of
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Business Success.
Conclusion:

The end of the White Tiger emphasizes
the immorality that results from vast disparity
in wealth but also hints at that things will
improve. Balram murdered, stole and sacrificed
his family to break out of the servant class. The
final impression of the novel is it is Justifiable
to every kind of trick to succeed in life. Balram’s
act empowers the marginalised by retrieving
their voices, spaces and identities suppressed
by colonial surrogates in the post colonial
environment. His acts a rebellion against
prevalent dominant ideology, cultural
supremacy.
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Jawaharlal Nehru once said “To awaken
the people, it is women who must be awakened,
once she is on the move the family moves, the
village moves the nation moves”.!

“Though women have always played a
definite role in the history of mankind, the history
of sports is generally one of the masculine
domination in his world”?. This was the reason
that women and sports has been a topic
completely ignored by most scholars in our
country.

The Baron de Coubertin, who played so
instrumental a role in reviving the modern
Olympic Games, stated clearly the traditional
view of the role of women in sports when he
said: “The role of women in the Olympic Games,
as well as in ancient tournaments is to crown
the winners and garlands.”

This historical speech reveals that in the
ancient world sports and physical education was
specially meant for men.

Physical Education and Sports is the birth
right of every child.?

Physical education provides awareness
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and learning attitude for the physical, mental,
social and spiritual development of the human
personality. It strengthens the social
relationship and examines the impact of
interaction between the individual, the family,
the wider community and the environment of
the health of population. It is education through
physical these are conceptualized and taught
through an integrated approach to ensure that
children achieve a healthy, active lifestyle that
includes a sense of well-being. These are
organized instruction in activities that contribute
to the physical growth, health and body image
of the individual.

Problems Faced by Indian Women:

Formal organization for games and sports
in India, women and girls have long been
deprived of participation in games and sports
by direct orindirect social inhibitions. The earlier
social handicaps were ‘purdah’ early marriage
attitude, and the idea that physical, cultural and
games unsex the girls and make them into ‘tom
boys’16. These factors are still handicaps to our
women in general and even students who have
greater freedom of movement and thought are
also affected by this bias to a great extent.

In India, sporting world is still man’s
world. Women constitute almost 50 percent of
the total population, but in no sense do equal
the male athletes in numbers, inspite of the
facilities being available or equal for every one
either male or female.

Although contemporary women’s sports
in India cannot entirely claim to be of world
class/port by itself, is by no means something
new or strange to the country.

There are innumerable instances in
Indian mythology of women who excelled at
games of skill. It was the famous Indian heroine
Shakuntala who taught archery to her son, the
son of the equally famous king Dushyanta.

Indian history similarly provides striking
examples of women of martial race fighting side
by side with their men in times of emergency.

Invasion tales of the Rajputs and Maharashtrians
schivalry suggest that the women of those races
were skilled in riding and chase.

Family and Sports:

Greendorfer in his study examined
whether differences existed between these
systems of socializing agent’s family and peers
of school during three life cycle stages. She
found that during childhood, the female
participation was more likely to have been
influenced by peers and family respectively, than
by teachers and coaches. At the adolescent
stage, the influence of family and teachers had
great influence. During young adulthood, the
most influential agent was the peer group.

Synder and Spreitzer analysed family
influence on sports and found that involvement
in childhood is reinforced by parental
encouragement continuously into middle age
and dininished during the last stages of life
cycle.

In another study conducted by Givi
Masoud entitled “The Role of the Family in the
Socialization of Childreninto Sports”, the purpose
of this study was two-fold; (1) to investigate the
role of significant-others in general and the role
of mothers in the socialization of children into
sports, and (2) to examine in greater detail the
role of mothers in the sports socialization of
children as well as to consider the process of
sex- typing and its relation- ship to sports.

It was concluded that the value that girls
place on sports is equal to the value boys place
on sports. Peers compared with family and
teachers were the strongest pedictors of
childern’s active sports involvement within the
family context, fathers proved to be the most
important agnet of sport socialization®.
Motivating Factors for women Participation
in sports

A study done by Greendorfer provides
descriptive information related to age of first
sports participation, type of sports and influence
of socializing agents, His study was based on a
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sample consisting of 585 women athletes. He
found that approximately 70 percent of women
were participating in some form of sports by the
age of 8.

Furthermore, the entire sample was
actively involved at the age of 14. Regarding
relation to agents responsible for sports
participation/ involvement, he found that 39.5
percent were stimulated by family, 31.3 percent
by neighborhoods, 23.6 percent through school,
3.4 percent through community, and 1.7 percent
through other clubs. In this study, major
population of the sample was stimulated by
family, neighborhood and school°.
Menstruation and Sports participation:

As regards menstruation, the modern

sports physicians do not ever recommend
stoppage of swimming (gynocologists may differ
for fear of infection) or gymnastic les- sons
during menstruation periods. According to them,
it is more of a psychological effect besides the
sanitary problem because of the difficulty in
wearing dresses during menstruation that
hinder activity. The girls are unnecessarily
taught to feel ill by their grandmothers during
menstruation.
Duntger and Hallendall (1929) indicated that
the achievement of 60 percent of 1561 women
competing in the college gymnastic festival in
1928 were as great or greater during thier
menstrual periods than they usually achieved.
Morehouse and Rash quote several research
studies which clearly indicate that no significant
disturbances occur in the normal menstruation
cycle of healthy and well-trained women
because of participation in the heavy schedule
of competitive sport or even in competition®.

Rapidly myths and attitudes, that women
are physically, physiologically, socially and
psychologically weaker are fading away slowly.
Now women are even presidents, and prime
ministers and holding higher positions. In recent
Olympics the mass media discovered women'’s
sport and this has been even growing

phenomenon featuring great athletes such as
Olga Korbut, P. T. Usha, Karanam Malleswari,
Anju B. George and many others. Today more
and more Girls are entering play fields
unchaining all the barriers that was created by
family, society and by herself. There is a marked
change in the environment which allows women
to go in pursuit of physical fitness and
recreation. Through participation only the
meaning of the word ‘female’, can be equalized
with male.

PURPOSE OF THE STUDY:

The purpose of the study is to find out
how family environment was influencing women
in participating in sports and games. The allied
objectives of the study are:

1. To study the Parental environment and
its influence on female participation in sports.

2. To study the Parental monthly income
as an influential factor for female participation
in sports.

3. To study the Parental educational
qualifications as an influential factors for
female participation in sports.

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY:

This study will bring light on some new
facts regarding female participation in sports
there are many prejudices in our tradition bound
society regarding female participation in sports.
HYPOTHESIS:

The following hypothesis has been made
before starting of this research work.

1. Parental environment may not
influence female participation in sports.

2. Parental monthly income may not
influence the factors for female participation in
sports.

3. Parental educational qualifications
(father) may not influence the factors for female
participation in sports.

DELIMITATIONS:

The study will be delimited to female
sports graduate students from selected
universities in Maharashtra State who have not
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participated in sports.

Only 200 women students will be
selected for the present study.

A randomly selected number of female
students and universities will be selected in this
study.

LIMITATIONS:

The female students, some of them will
be day scholars and some them will be hostlers.

Their daily routine will not be similar.

These subjects will from different
castes.

REVIEWS OF RELATED LITERATURE:

Inthe present study the researcher used
the libraries of Sant Gadge Baba Amravati
University, Amravati, Degree College of Physical
Education, Amravati, Lord Baden Powell Scout
Library, Amravati, L.N.l.P.E., Gwalior, RSTM
Nagpur University and North Maharashtra
University, Jalgaon. He also used the internet
facilities for collecting the review of related
literature. The researcher found 427 reviews. It
is worth to mention here that the research
scholar found no reviews, which were directly
related to the present study
METHOD OF STUDY

In this chapter, the selection of subjects,
selection of variables, reliability of the data,
reliability of the questionnaire, tester ‘s reliability
and tester’s competency, orientation of subjects
administration of questionnaire, collection of
the data and statistical techniques employed for
analyzing the data will be described.
SOURCES OF DATA

The subjects for this study will be
randomly selected from selected universities in
Maharashtra, female students who will be
pursuing post graduate course during the
academic year 2013-14. The subjects selected
for the study will be those who have not
participated in sports. The purpose of the study
is to find out how family environment was
influencing women in participating in sports and
games. During the early childhood, the girl will

develop certain interests which will directly or
indirectly simulate the girl to select her way of
life, the interest may be converted into habits.
Parents interests, environmental reasons such
as societal values and norms of behaviour will
have influence on the girls participation if sports
activities.

To know the deterrents for female
participation in sports this study will be
conducted. So that a standard programme for
female participation in sports can be planned
for the future generations. To achieve this goal
the post graduate female students studying in
different universities in Maharashtra will be
considered proper for this study and evaluation.
To facilitate the study, the investigator confined
him to the survey method using a questionnaire
as an important tool for the collection of data.
SAMPLE

200 women students of 10 universities
from five districts of Maharashtra will be
selected on a random sampling basis. They will
be the subjects for the present study and they
will be selected from selected universities of
Maharashtra. The subject’s will be pursuing their
post graduate courses during the academic year
2013-14. .

TOOLS FOR THE COLLECTION OF DATA:

Questionnaire was the main tool for the
collection of data.

To collect the information how family
environment was influencing women in
participating in sports and games, a question
naire was used.

At the outset a preliminary questionnaire
was developed. The outline was discussed with
the faculty members. After discussion the
questionnaire was developed and given a trial
runamong the local college students. Necessary
modifications were made and the validity and
reliability of the questionnaire was found and
guestionnaire was prepared. The finally
developed questionnaires were printed as per
the required number. The questionnaire was
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attached with a separate covering letter.

The final questionnaires were distributed
to all the selected subjects along with covering
letter from Gondwana University, Gadchiroli
along with a request letter and self-address
stamped envelope. Sample questionnaire is
attached in Appendix-1. The printed final
guestionnaires were distributed to all the
selected students of different universities.

Keeping in view the Bunn Delon’s
definition regarding questionnaire, by observing
the past research work in this areas and taking
the advice of the guide, the research had
prepared his questionnaire.

During preparation of the questionnaire
researcher was followed the following rules so
that no difficulty he should face during collection
of data.

1. Questionnaire was related to the
study.

2. Questionnaire was not too longer too
short.

3. Questionnaire was in simple and
general language.

4. The questionnaire included only the
specific questions.

5. The purpose of the study was fulfilled
by the questionnaire.

6. The questions were set according to
logical sequence, from simple to complex and
from general to specific.

7. Questionnaire was constructed in
such a way that it was easy to tabulate and doing
statistical analysis.

8. The words those needed special
emphasis were underlined so that the
respondents do not lose sight of them while
responding.

9. Clear direction was given for each
section of the questionnaire.

10. Questionnaire was free from
annoying or embarrassing question.

11. The language used in questionnaire
was free from error.

12. Important items were clearly defined
and each questions deals with a single idea
defined in unambiguous terms.

Follow up:

The subjects from whom the question
naires were not received with in one month were
given reminders and they were pursued for
sending their responses. In some cases the
researcher himself went to the respondent and
collected the filled-in questionnaires. (Please
see Photographs)

Collection of Data:

The filled up questionnaires were
collected and responses to different question/
statement were fed intoa Computer Programme
for the systematic collection in an electronic
Media. For this Microsoft Excel was used.
RESULTS:

The purpose of this study is to ascertain
from female post graduate students of selected
Universities of Maharashtra, on the influence
of parental environment on their participation
in sports. This is with the bid to unveil the status
of family as a necessary factor in female
participation in sports. In order complete the
study Questionnaire was used to collect the data.
The data collection is analysed and presented
below:

(N=47) have monthly income of Rs. 15000.00,
0.5 % (N=1) have monthly income of Rs.
16000.00, 1.5 % (N=3) have monthly income of
Rs. 17000.00, 23.0 % (N=46) have monthly
income of Rs. 18000.00, 16.0 % (N=32) have
monthly income of Rs. 20000.00, 1.5 % (N=3)
have monthly income of Rs. 21000.00, 3.0 %

2. Comparative study of the facilities
provided for the female students and male
students in academic colleges should be made.

3. Similar study can conducted at
different States of India.

4. A similar study can be conducted at
different levels of education and in different
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region.

5. An experimental study may be
undertaken to identify the games and sports
activities which are helpful for physical
development of women..

6. Study of the female participation in
rural sports at the district level.

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Introduction:

Since pre-hostic days various people
have in habited the land of Orissa. Now, at about
22.13 percent of tribal population comprising 62
major tribes and 233 minor tribes are found in
Odisha. Odisha occupies a unique position in
the ethnographic map of India for having the
largest sections of tribal Communities. The tribal
communities living in the state ranges from small
communities to large communities. Almost 44.21
percent of the total land area of Odisha has been
constitutionally declared as scheduled area,
which covers most of the districts.

Hepatitis & Virus (HBV) infection is a
significant public health problem among the
tribes of Odisha and a major cause of chronic
liver disease, Liver Cirrhosis and hepatocellular
Carcinoma. Chronic Hepatitis B infections which
spread through parental routes can have a
significant association with loo levels of health
awareness in the Communities. Hepatitis B virus
infection occurs globally and constitutes a major
public health problem (WHO: 2011). The
circulating genotype, the routes of transmission
and specific risk behaviour in the community will
add to the information available on tribal
populations in Odisha for proper management
of this disease during pregnancy. However in a
country like India where a large number of

deliveries are still non-institutional this high risk
strategy may not be feasible (Chakravarti D,
Rawat M. 2005).

In tribal people of Odisha, the most
significant route of transmission of HBV is from
mother to child (MTCT) or from child to child,
up to 90 percent of infected persons have a
chronic course. In mothers who are HBeAg
positive (+) and at highest risk of transmitting
HBV, HBV immunoglobulin’s (HBIG) should be
routinely provided if women give birth or in the
case of home birth the infant should be
presented to a clinic or hospital, where this
specialised vaccination is available before 72
hours of life.

Infection with HBV in infancy often leads
to chronic disease; Prevention of prenatal or
vertical transmission is a major goal. If
pregnancy is contemplated in near future, it may
be prudent to delay the therapy until after the
child is born. Among pregnant women in 4
districts of Odisha the HBV prevalence rates are
18 percent approximately, No antiviral agent has
been approved for use in Pregnancy.

Current clinical HBV diagnostic tests
usually only include HBsAg, antibody to
hepatitis B surface antigen (HBsAb), HepatitisB
e antigen (HBeAg), antibody to HepatitsB e
antigen (HBeAb) and antibody to hepatitis B core
antigen (HBcAb) Quantification; while some
patients may detection HBV-DNA specialization,
these seldom involve genotype classification or
drug resistance mutation detection.
Methodology:

In the study we have included a total of
3274 cases from 02/08/2016 to 30/10/2019.
Random Sampling method with participant
observation is used and the data collected were
from primary & secondary sources with the help
of village level health workers, Anganwadi
Karmis was guided to help the tribal people
understand in their respective tribal dialects.

infection were recorded in a pretested,
structured questionnaire formatThe study was
undertaken between 2016 to 2019 covering 5
PTGs (Soara, Kandha, Shabar, Kolha, Juanga)
from the state of Odisha geographically located
in the eastern part of India on the coast of Bay
of Bengal. Venous blood samples (5-6ml) were
collected from the pregnant ladies and sent to
laboratory diagnostic centres of the respective
districts. This study was under taken in villages
within different revenue blocks of 4 districts of
odisha covering 1085 pregnant women. These
types of investigations will help to access the
burden & treatments of Hepatitis B during
pregnancy.

Laboratory Investigations:

Initial Screening for HBV was performed
using a rapid diagnostic test with a reported
sensitivity of 62.5 to 98.1 percent and specificity
of 58.2 to 96.4 percent. The high sensitivity &
specificity are not consistent with false positive
rate of 4.2 percent (84 percent, Cl: 2.3 -6.3) in
pregnant women previously reported. Serum
from the women HBsAg-Positive was sent for
verification to better diagnostic laboratory of
Bhubaneswar. Other collected samples were
tested for HBsAg, antibody to surface antigen
(anti-HBs), and antibody to (core antigen (anti-
HBc). Only those samples which were positive
to HBsAg, were tested for the ‘e’ antigen
(HBeAg) and its antibody (anti-Hbe), HBV DNA
and antibody to Delta Virus (HDV) some other
test for liver function (ALT & AST) were done on
all HBsAg positive samples. These tests were
performed within 7 days of sample collection.
Data Analysis & Results:

Of the nucleoside & nucleotide

analogise for the treatment of chronic HBV
infection, all are classified as Food & Drug
administration (FDA) pregnancy risk category C
except for tenofovir & telbivudine, which are
category B. Most of the Shabar ladies experience
with antiviral drug therapy in pregnancy has
been with lamivudine. More than 3200 have
been exposed to the drug during their second
or third trimester and reported to the
Antiretroviral Pregnancy Registry (APR). The
experience with tenofovir in Kandha Pregnant
women consist of 523 women in their first
trimester and 245 in their second trimester of
Soara communities. The rate of birth defect
associated with tenofovir ranges from 1.2
percent (Second trimester use) to 2.5 percent
(first trimester use). HBV newborn infection
performed in 370 pregnant women HBsAg
positive patients with HBV DNA levels of > 1.0 x
10° copies per ml.

+ve is about 11.6percent. Similarly, Kandha,
Shabar, Kolha, Jjuanga pregnant women were
affected 3.2 percent, 5.4 percent, 8.7 percent
respectively. Between 31-46 years also kandha
women are affected in large number i.e. 18.5
percent. HBsAg +ve rate in Saora, Shabar, Kolha,
Juanga women are 10.8 percent, 14.8 percent,
6.1 percent, 11.4 percent. Above 46 years. Tribal
pregnant ladies are HIGHLY affected by HBV
infection. P-value & CI- value is also high in
kandha community.

The above table said that the Causative
agents for HBV transmission in 5PGTs Tribal
pregnant Women are body piercing, tattooing,
use of any ordinary syringe, sharing of blades.
Using ordinary Syringe is the main factor causing
HEPATITIS B, Its rate of transmission is 88
percent. Due to body piercing HBV transmission
rate is 78 percent. Tattooing & sharing of blades
causing HBV is 46 percent and 38 percent
respectively.

Suggestions: Based on study, the following
suggestions have given by the researcher.
Management of pregnant women not an
antiviral therapy prior to pregnancy:

Pregnant patients without active or
advanced chronic HBV infection, antiviral
therapy can be deferred. Reactivation of HBV
canoccur during pregnancy periods. It is believed
that cell mediated immunity is suppressed
during pregnancy to prevent the rejection of the
semi-allergenic fetus.

Management of pregnant women on antiviral
therapy prior to pregnancy:

If women on antiviral therapy become
pregnant, careful consideration needs to be
made on whether to switch or to continue
antiviral therapy. In this study of 550 women with
HBV —related cirrhosis, 15 percent experienced
flares during pregnancy & risks for maternal
morbidity and fetal death were estimated to be
2.2 and 6.3 percent respectively. It is important
to continue antiviral therapy in pregnant
patients with advanced stage 3 to 4 hepatic
fibrosis.

Prevention of prenatal transmission of HBV:

Among tribal pregnant women, the
incidence of vertical transmission of HBV due
to exposure to maternal blood at the time of
delivery remains high. It is recommended that
babies born to mothers with chronic HBV receive
an HBIG dose of 0.5 ml. intramuscularly and first
dose of HBV vaccine within 12 hours of birth.
Treatment of Hepatitis B during Pregnancy:

Overall, it appears that the risk of an

adverse outcome with continuing antiviral
therapy during pregnancy is likely to be very low.
However, therapy could be discontinued with
close observation of the mother to avoid
continued foetal exposure during the first
trimester, especially the patient who doesn’t
have advanced fibrosis when deciding an
starting therapy in the third trimester, the
prenatal transmission outcome of prior
pregnancies should be considered. If previous
pregnancies did not result in prenatal
transmission, then a viral load of greater than
10° copies per ml. should be used to determine
if therapy should be initiated.

The benefits of treatment appear to be
most pronounced in cases with high maternal
viremia to prevent transmission. It is know that
lamivudine & tenofovir are both excreted into
human breast milk, little is known about the
extent of exposure of antiviral agents during
breastfeeding. Viable treatment choices are
limited to lamivudine , tenofovir and telbivudine.
Drugs such as Tenofovir disoproxil fumarate
(TDF), Tenofovir alafenamide (TAF), Alanine
aminotransferase (ALT) can be used for chronic
HBV infections. Telbivudine used during
pregnancy in chronic HBV (HBeAg +ve) highly
viremic mothers can safely reduce prenatal HBV
transmission.

Conclusion:

This study demonstrated treatment for
HBV infection in pregnancy is complex, for the
wellbeing of both the tribal mother and their
infant needs to be considered. There should
circulate antiviral therapy depends on the
severity of the liver disease of the women and
also try to reduce the risk of prenatal
transmission of HBV. Timely administration of
HBV vaccine and HBIG is critical to break the
chain of Vertical transmission. The HBV infection
in tribal pregnant women has shown high rates
in Odisha with genotype D in circulation. It may
be recommended that immunisation during
infancy is provide along with health awareness
camps to prevent tattooing, body piercing, use
of ordinary syringe. Use of Ordinary Syringe was
shown as the most important risk factor for
pregnant tribal women for HBV. Despite
immunoprophylaxis about 20—45 percent of the
infants born to mother with a high level of
viremia are still at risk of acquiring HBV
infection. Since pregnancy — associated
Hepatitis B reactivation can occur for both
treated and untreated tribal women, close
monitoring & minimize social isolation is
essential during pregnancy and for at least six
months after delivery. Effective strategies for
reducing incidence of chronic infections include
maternal screening combined with post
exposure prophylaxis consisting of HBV
vaccination immediately after delivery in all
children born to HBsAg positive mothers ideally
with immunoglobulin prophylaxes (Lee C, Gong
Y, Brok J, Boxall EH, Gluud C. 2006).
